Consecration of bread and wine :
Lord Jesus, transform us and the Church together with this bread into your spiritual body. Let us become a living sign of your presence in the world. 

We now remember your act of love, reconciliation and salvation. Let your Spirit bless us and come upon these gifts. Let them become the sign of your eternal love to us all.

We remember the night when you have freely accepted your death. You took bread and gave thanks to your heavenly Father. You broke the bread, gave it to your disciples, and said: 

Take this, all of you, and it eat.

This is my body which will be given up for you.

When supper was ended, you took the cup. Again you gave thanks and praise, gave the cup to your disciples, and said:

Take this, all of you, and drink from it.

This is the cup of my blood,

the blood of the new and everlasting covenant.

It will be shed for you and for all men

so that the sins may be forgiven.

Do this, whenever you'll drink from this cup, in memory of me.

The mistery of the Eucharist is at the same time past, presence and future : a memory of the giving of life of Jesus, as well as the actualization of this act in sharing bread and wine, and finally the expression of our hope to celebrate all together one day at the festive table in the kingdom of God.

This triple function of the Eucharist is the mistery of our faith :

All :
Christ has died

Christ is risen

Christ will come again.

God of love, peace and justice,

it's the presence of your Spirit in this life-giving bread and this saving cup which grants us friendship and truth, life and love.

Through this Spirit we pray to you :

Let us also become a sign of hope in and for this world.

Jesus has lived a vision and opened a new future.

He blessed and healed people, cried and suffered with them.

Jesus has liberated lots of men and women and finally he's shown us that life and love have won the battle against hate and the death in the world. Jesus has served the others. Give us the courage and the power to follow him in our daily life.

Give us the love and the sensibility to give enough time and room 

for the children and the elder people in the world,

for the refugees, handicapped and ill people, drug addicts, prisoners, 

prostitutes, unemployed men and women and for all the others who suffer from the exclusion of the society.

Let us feel that we have to find you, our God of compassion, in the face of the suffering people and nature.

Remember all our brothers and sisters who have accompanied us on our way and have already gone into the full life of glory. 

And accept also all those who die every day around the world, often people without a name, without their human rights and unknown.

Liberate all the dead from all evil, nourish them with your Peace. We offer this meal to the hungry spirits in time and space and pray you to take away the thirst of all unliberated souls. 

Let us unify with them and let them become our protectors, together with all the saints, the witnesses of the liberating faith, and with Mary and Joseph, the parents of our Lord Jesus.

God, we are your community, a sign of the salvation of the world. Let the Church never forget that she's a service to accomplish in the world. Strengthen your Church on her way so that she can work for more peace and justice in the world, together with all the other religious communinities. Strengthen also the unity between the different confessions, between the local churches around the world and between men and women who pass the faith in God from one generation to another, in their families, in the society, culture and politics.

Strengthen also the love and the dialogue between all the women and men who serve the Church: in the parishes with all their little groups, strengthen the bond between all the baptized men and women and their ministers, between the priests and their bishops, between the bishops, patriarches and the pope, and between the pope of Rome and the other responsable of Churches and religi​ons.

Strengthen us on our daily way so that we can witness your love among all the people we meet ant that we therefore honour your name, now and for ever.

Through him, with him, and in him,

in the unity of the Holy Spirit,

all glory and honour is yours,

almighty Father,

for ever and ever.

The Lord's Prayer :
The friends of Jesus had asked him how he prayed to God. And Jesus taught them a very simple prayer which unifies mankind with God and also with each other. And, in the same way as Jesus, we may call God by the very familiar and intimate name "Father". 

We want to say the Prayer of the Lord, everyone in his or her mother tongue, and we hold each other by the hands.

Our Father who art in heaven

hallowed be thy Name

Thy kingdom come

Thy will be done

on earth as in heaven.

Give us today our daily bread

and forgive us our trespasses

as we forgive those who trespass against us.

And lead us not into temptation

but deliver us from evil. 

Deliver us, Lord, From all that hinders us to live justice and grant us peace in our day. In your mercy keep us free from acting against love, take away all our fears as we wait in joyful hope for the coming of Jesus Christ in our hearts and in the world.
For the Kingdom, the power and the glory are yours, now and forever. Amen.

The Peace :

Again and again we need the power of love, peace and forgiveness. There is no day without war and violence in the world and also in our relationships and inside of us.
